“L” hooks along the outer edges of the board. Therefore, artwork 
must be created on, adhered to, and conformed to the board, 
without extending beyond the edge. Work in relief is 
acceptable if it is completely attached and supported by the 
board, and the edges of the board are exposed at least 1/2” on 
all sides to accommodate the “L” hooks. DO NOT FRAME 2-D 
WORK! DO NOT attach any hanging hardware!

1. Spiva’s SMALL WORKS silent auction is open to any Spiva 
member, any age. It is understood that the art submitted by 
any member is given as a donation with all proceeds to 
bene�t George A. Spiva Center for the Arts.

2. Each member is allowed to submit one work on a 6x6, 9x12, 
or 12x12-inch board provided by Spiva. Opening bids for all 
works are set at $35. Artists may set the "Buy It Now" price 
as high as they like (minimum $125) for bidders who do not 
want to lose out in a bidding war. Once the “Buy It Now” 
price is recorded, bidding for that piece is closed.

3. Complete the identi�cation tag and attach it to the back of 
your SMALL WORK.

4. Submit completed entry form with your SMALL WORK.

5. SMALL WORK may be delivered to Spiva during regular 
business hours: Tuesday-Saturday, 10am-5pm, beginning 
Tuesday, March 6, 2018.

6 Deadline for entries: 5pm, Saturday, March 10. No 
exceptions!

7. Any medium may be used to complete the SMALL WORK as 
long as installation requirements are met.
